WIND MITIGATION 
The Sandpiper Isle Board hired engineering firm W. J. Johnson and Associates to determine our building eligibility for a wind-mitigation insurance credit.  This study has been completed and will likely provide a savings to each owner on their individual property insurance. The wind mitigation engineering study will be available at the annual meeting in January. Or you can call our property manager, Jack Erickson, to get the completed form specific to your building to present to your insurer for this discount.  
By the way, the Board of Directors will again be working on securing bids for insurance earlier this year (April/May) in order to have in place by deadline for a new contract June 2008. 
  
POWER WASHING
Residents of  SPI II (four-plexes)  are going to have their front stoops power-washed and painted this winter. The Board of Directors voted to use our painting reserves for the Association to cover the cost.

DRYER VENTS REDUX
The Board considered cleaning dryer vents, but decided against doing it because someone has to be present in the condo as it is being done. It was decided that residents must be responsible and do the cleaning themselves since no one is comfortable going into a unit without the owner being present.  You are urged to have them done periodically for safety reasons. The more you use your dryer the more frequent you should have it cleaned.

LANDSCAPING

In early November I ordered a large truck delivery of plants from a wholesale distributor for planting.  This delivery represented a significant savings over the “in ground” cost from a landscaper for plant replacement and annuals.  My problem was then, how to get them all planted?  I sent out a last-minute email for willing volunteers, and 14 Sandpiper Isle gardeners turned out to help plant them.  Thanks to Bobbie Conrad, Connie Haas, Shirley Curtis, Bill and Nancy Evans, Dave and Linda Jensen, Chuck Daverio, George and Vicki White, Nancy McElhaney, Jeff Neyhart and Jack Lennon for their help.  
 
Because of the yearlong growing season in Florida, some plants die out after ten years or so.  If you have a shrub that is dead or dying, an empty spot in your “yard” or a request for something new, please call or email me (judyneyhart@comcast.net) and we can look into finding the right plant to use.  That also goes for irrigation.  Our system is also aging and we are looking into some new technology and additions to help do the best job for the least water.  I thank Jack Lennon for his expertise and help in this area.
 
Beginning in mid-January, we will be required to only irrigate once a week, compared to our normal two and three times a week.  Our landscaper, TruGreen, is exploring ways to increase the pressure of our irrigation and other solutions to help our landscape during this low water period.  For quite awhile now as this drought condition has worsened, we have been replacing dead plants with other choices that are drought-tolerant.  We will continue to do this, along with putting in some more “islands” of shrubs and plants to replace larger expanses of grass.
 
Speaking of saving water, please use whatever water conservation measures you can also do while at Sandpiper Isle.  If your toilet is “running,” replace the flapper.  Do not use chlorine tabs or pellets in the tank as these cause the flappers to fail sooner.  There are water-saving choices to add to the toilet tank which require less water with each flush, plus shower heads that conserve water.  Every little bit helps.
 
MEET YOUR BOARD – BILL EVANS
He’s worked for Colonel Sanders, and played with Bill Russell. He’s played on the U.S. Olympic basketball team, and worked for Phillips 66 oil. He’s Bill Evans, and when he isn’t puttering around the Pelican Landing tennis courts, you can usually find him hard at work on Sandpiper Isle’s finances. He’s a member of the Board of Directors and Sandpiper’s treasurer.
 
Kentuckian Evans and wife Nancy have been splitting time between Pelican Landing and Louisville the past 10 years. The couple purchased their home in Sandpiper Isle in 2002, and both have become active community members. They are also active tennis players with Bill serving on the Pelican Landing Tennis Committee.
 
Yes, he worked for Kentucky Fried Chicken for 27 years as Senior Vice-President of Franchising and Franchise Relations. Yes, prior to that he worked for eight years for Phillips, developing the Phillips brand in Kentucky. And yes, he did serve three years in the Air Force after receiving his Masters degree from UK.
 
But what sets Bill apart from the rest of the KFC executives is his time spent on athletic courts. Following high school in Berea, Ky., where he was the Kentucky state high school tennis champion, he went on to a sparkling athletic career with the University of Kentucky Wildcats. He was a three-sport letterman (tennis, baseball and basketball), but it was basketball where he made his biggest impact.
 
Bill was all-Southeast Conference and captained the Wildcat squad in 1955. Following college, he played for the Air Force All-Star team while preparing for the Olympic trials in 1956. He played for the U.S. squad which went undefeated in Melbourne, Australia, and where he played with the afore-mentioned Russell. Then he followed up the Olympic medal with a gold medal at the Pan American Games in 1958, where he was a teammate of Oscar Robertson and Jerry West.
 
“It’s not HOW you play,” said Bill with a laugh, “it's WHO you play with!”
 
And he wasn’t through with basketball yet – later he played for the Phillips 66ers while cutting his teeth in the business world.
 
And yet, after being responsible for 350 franchises and 3500 KFC restaurants in the U.S., he still has time to take a turn on the Sandpiper Isle board. He’s in the University of Kentucky Athletic Hall of Fame, the Kentucky Tennis Assn. Hall of Fame, and the Kentucky Athletic Hall of Fame. And, says wife Nancy, “our own little Good Husband Hall of Fame!”
